NOTICE TO THE ATTORNEY GENERAL
(Pursuant to Part 56 CPR and Section 19 of the Constitution (no 56.13))

TAKE NOTICE that the Applicant, [FULL NAME OF APPLICANT], intends to apply to the Supreme Court of Judicature of Jamaica for Constitutional Redress under Section 19 of the Constitution of Jamaica, arising from the Government’s failure to lawfully deploy disaster relief, emergency funds, humanitarian aid, and structural assistance following Hurricane Melissa, contrary to the constitutional protections recognized under Section 13(3) and the financial governance requirements under Sections 114, 116, and 117 of the Constitution of Jamaica.
This Notice is served pursuant to CPR 56.13, requiring that the Attorney General be given reasonable notice of the intended claim.

THE GROUNDS OF THE CLAIM
The Applicant alleges that the Respondents have acted unlawfully, irrationally, and unconstitutionally, and have violated the Applicant’s constitutional protections by:
1. Failing to deploy humanitarian, food, medical, and structural relief
despite publicly asserting that national warehouses were fully stocked and pre-positioned for Hurricane Melissa.
2. Failing to activate the Contingencies Fund (Section 116)
which exists specifically to address “urgent and unforeseen expenditure.”
3. Failing to issue lawful warrants under Section 117
authorizing withdrawals from the Consolidated Fund for emergency relief.
4. Withholding and/or failing to utilize major international relief donations, including:
a) US$1.68M + J$635M (Gleaner report – “None spent”) 
b) UN CERF allocations
c) Canadian, UK, Cayman Islands, U.S. and NGO contributions
d) Red Cross and diaspora shipments
5. Creating a contradictory and discriminatory documentation regime
where the Ministry publicly denied any requirement for documentation, yet the National Housing Trust (NHT) requires:
a) proof of property ownership,
b) contributor records,
c) insurance documentation, and
d) damage evidence.
This requirement is unconstitutional, exclusionary, and impossible for affected residents.
6. Imposing documentation requirements not found anywhere in the Constitution
and inconsistent with the rights of persons who live on family land, informal settlements, or long-held ancestral land.



7. Restricting disaster aid importation
through a 30–60 day customs relief window, preventing many diaspora families from assisting loved ones.
8. Offering “container homes” and prefab structures for sale
instead of providing lawful disaster relief, shelter, or structural support.
9. Failing to publish or disclose financial records, warrants, or expenditure statements
despite the requirements of the FAA Act and Financial Management Regulations.
10. Creating conditions amounting to inhuman treatment
as the Applicant and others remain without:
a) shelter,
b) potable water,
c) adequate food,
d) sanitation,
e) medical assistance.
11. Acting contrary to Sections 13(3)(a), (c), (j), (r) of the Constitution, including:
a) protection of life,
b) protection of property,
c) protection from inhuman treatment,
d) protection of the right to receive information.
12. Acting in a manner consistent with deliberate displacement
in light of the Prime Minister’s previously announced intention to “redevelop” or establish a “new city” in the same region now devastated by Hurricane Melissa.

RELIEF TO BE SOUGHT
The Applicant intends to seek the following from the Supreme Court:
A. Declarations
1. That the Respondents’ omissions violate constitutional protections under Section 13(3).
2. That failure to activate Sections 116 and 117 is unconstitutional.
3. That documentation or title-based requirements for receiving disaster relief are unconstitutional.
4. That withholding humanitarian aid violates Sections 13(3)(a) and 13(3)(r).
5. That the Government is in breach of its lawful duties under §114–117 of the Constitution.
B. Mandatory Orders
1. Immediate activation of Section 116 (Contingencies Fund).
2. Issuance of Section 117 warrants for lawful expenditure.
3. Immediate deployment of all stored humanitarian aid.
4. Provision of temporary shelter at no cost.
5. Removal of documentation/ownership requirements.
6. Mandatory structural assistance to all affected households.
C. Structural Relief
1. Weekly public reports on relief expenditure, warrants, aid distribution, and NHT allocations.
2. A publicly accessible ledger of all relief funds and distribution.
D. Constitutional Damages
For inhuman treatment, deprivation, property loss, and psychological harm.
