(Pursuant to Section 19 of the Constitution, CPR Part 56, CPR Part 17, and the Inherent Jurisdiction of the Court)

TAKE NOTICE that the Applicant will apply ex parte to a Judge of the Supreme Court on the ______ day of ______________ 2025 at _______ a.m./p.m., or as soon thereafter as counsel can be heard, for the following urgent interim relief.

A. ORDERS SOUGHT (INTERIM)
The Applicant seeks immediate interim relief pending the determination of the substantive constitutional claim:
1. Mandatory Order – Deployment of Humanitarian Aid
That the Respondents immediately deploy all pre-positioned humanitarian aid currently stored in government warehouses, including water, food packages, sanitation supplies, medications, bedding, tarpaulins, and emergency shelter materials.
2. Mandatory Order – Provision of Temporary Shelter
That the Respondents immediately provide temporary emergency shelter, at no cost, to all affected households whose homes were destroyed or rendered unsafe by Hurricane Melissa.
3. Mandatory Order – Removal of Documentation Barriers
That the Respondents immediately cease all requirements for property titles, NHT contributor records, insurance documents, or other administrative prerequisites to receive relief or structural assistance.
4. Mandatory Order – Activation of Constitutional Emergency Funding
That the Minister of Finance immediately activate the constitutionally established Contingencies Fund (Section 116) for the purpose of urgent disaster expenditure.
5. Mandatory Order – Issuance of Section 117 Warrants
That the Minister of Finance forthwith issue warrants under Section 117 authorizing withdrawals from the Consolidated Fund required to carry out immediate humanitarian and structural relief.
6. Mandatory Order – Public Disclosure of Inventory
That the Respondents provide to the Court within 48 hours a sworn inventory of:
a) all stored humanitarian aid,
b) all donated relief funds received,
c) all international relief supplies,
d) all unspent disaster funds held by Jamaica.
7. Liberty to Apply
That the Applicant and Respondents have liberty to apply on 48-hours’ notice for further directions.

B. BASIS FOR THIS EX PARTE APPLICATION
This application is properly brought ex parte because:
1. There is an immediate danger to life (Section 13(3)(a)).
2. Residents, including the Applicant, remain in inhuman and degrading conditions (Section 13(3)(r)).
3. Government relief has been delayed for more than 30 days despite:
a) stored aid
b) unspent international funds
c) pre-positioned warehouses
4. Government documentation requirements make relief impossible for large segments of the population.
5. The harm is ongoing, severe, and irreversible.
6. Notice to the Respondents would cause unacceptable delay, defeating the purpose of the relief.
7. The Court’s intervention is urgently required to protect life, safety, and health.

C. GROUNDS OF THE APPLICATION
This application is supported by:
1. Section 19(1) of the Constitution of Jamaica – allowing the Court to grant redress for constitutional breaches.
2. Section 13(3) – constitutional protections including:
a) protection of life
b) right to receive information
c) protection of property
d) protection from inhuman treatment
3. Sections 114–117 of the Constitution – financial governance.
4. Failure of the Respondents to activate the Contingencies Fund (§116).
5. Failure to issue Section 117 warrants, preventing lawful disaster expenditure.
6. FAA Act and Financial Management Regulations – mandatory requirements for emergency expenditure.
7. Documented non-deployment of humanitarian aid (Exhibits 2 through 9).
8. Evidence of unspent international relief funds – US$1.68M + J$635M (Exhibit 1).
9. Contradictory documentation requirements by the NHT (Exhibit 11).
10. The Prime Minister’s redevelopment plans for the affected area, raising concerns of constructive displacement.

D. EVIDENCE RELIED UPON
This application is supported by:
1. Affidavit of the Applicant filed herein.
2. Exhibits 1–12 attached to the Applicant’s Affidavit.
3. Skeleton Argument of the Applicant.
4. Any further affidavit or supplemental evidence filed before hearing.

E. WHY THE RELIEF IS URGENT
1. Applicant and thousands of residents remain without:
a) adequate shelter,
b) potable water,
c) sanitation,
d) food,
e) medical assistance.
2. Conditions meet constitutional thresholds of threat to life and inhuman treatment.
3. Government has failed to deploy aid despite having the resources.
4. Rainfall, structural instability, cholera/typhoid/mosquito-borne risk, and exposure present imminent danger.
5. Further delay will cause irreparable harm.

F. RELIEF IS PROPORTIONATE AND NECESSARY
The interim relief requested:
1. is limited,
2. is strictly humanitarian,
3. preserves life and dignity,
4. does not prejudice the Respondents’ legal position,
5. and prevents further constitutional violations.

G. DRAFT ORDER
A draft Order is filed and attached in the bundle as required.

H. REQUEST FOR URGENT HEARING
The Applicant respectfully asks that this matter be listed for urgent ex parte hearing, given the continuing danger to life, health, and safety in the aftermath of Hurricane Melissa.
