DRAFT ORDER
(Proposed Order Submitted by the Applicant)

THIS MATTER having been heard on the ___ day of _____________ 2025 before the Honourable Mr./Madam Justice _____________________ in the Supreme Court of Judicature of Jamaica, Constitutional Division, and the Court having read the Claim Form, the Applicant’s Affidavit, the Skeleton Argument, the exhibits, and upon hearing submissions from the Applicant and from Counsel for the Respondents:
IT IS HEREBY ORDERED AS FOLLOWS:

A. DECLARATORY RELIEF
1. A Declaration that the Respondents’ failure to adequately deploy humanitarian, food, water, medical, and structural assistance to communities affected by Hurricane Melissa constitutes a violation of the constitutional protections recognized under Section 13(3)(a) (protection of life) and Section 13(3)(r) (protection from inhuman or degrading treatment).

2. A Declaration that the Respondents’ failure to activate the Contingencies Fund under Section 116 of the Constitution of Jamaica in response to the disaster constitutes a breach of their constitutional and public law duties.

3. A Declaration that the Respondents’ failure to issue warrants under Section 117 of the Constitution authorizing withdrawals from the Consolidated Fund for emergency expenditure is unconstitutional, irrational, unreasonable, and contrary to the Financial Administration and Audit Act.

4. A Declaration that the imposition of documentation requirements such as proof of property ownership, contributor status, insurance records, or similar administrative preconditions for receiving post-disaster relief is unconstitutional, irrational, disproportionate, and discriminatory, particularly against residents of family land, informal settlements, and persons whose documents were destroyed.

5. A Declaration that the withholding of donated humanitarian aid, the failure to deploy pre-positioned government supplies, and the failure to utilize international relief donations violate Sections 13(3)(a), 13(3)(c), and 13(3)(r) of the Constitution.

B. MANDATORY ORDERS
6. The Respondents shall immediately activate the Contingencies Fund pursuant to Section 116 of the Constitution to authorize urgent disaster expenditure.

7. The Minister of Finance shall forthwith issue warrants under Section 117 authorizing appropriate emergency withdrawals from the Consolidated Fund for disaster relief, humanitarian operations, structural rebuilding, and public health protection in the affected communities.

8. The Respondents shall, within seven (7) days of this Order, deploy all available humanitarian aid currently stored in government warehouses, including food packages, drinking water, sanitation kits, bedding, tarpaulins, medical supplies, and emergency shelter materials.

9. The Respondents shall provide immediate, free temporary housing for all affected households whose homes were destroyed or rendered uninhabitable by Hurricane Melissa.

10. The Respondents shall cease all documentation-based barriers to accessing disaster relief, including requirements for land titles, NHT contributor status, or insurance documents.

11. The Respondents shall establish mobile relief teams to reach communities where documentation has been lost, offices remain inaccessible, or residents cannot travel due to displacement.

C. STRUCTURAL AND OVERSIGHT ORDERS
12. The Respondents shall publish weekly public reports (until further order of the Court) detailing:
a. All warrants issued under §117
b. All expenditures from the Consolidated Fund for disaster relief
c. All disbursements from the Contingencies Fund
d. All international relief funds received
e. Inventory and distribution of humanitarian aid
f. NHT-related disaster programs
g. Housing allocations, temporary shelter placement, and rebuilding assistance
13. The Respondents shall create and maintain an online public portal updated weekly, containing:
a. Relief fund inflows and outflows
b. Disaster-related contracts and procurement
c. Aid distribution logs
d. Customs exemptions granted for relief goods
e. Status of housing allocations and structural repairs
14. The Respondents shall file affidavits of compliance every 21 days confirming adherence to the above mandatory orders.

D. DAMAGES
15. The Respondents shall pay constitutional damages to the Applicant, the quantum of which shall be assessed by the Court at a later hearing, for:
a. inhuman or degrading treatment;
b. infringement of the protection of life;
c. deprivation of property interests;
d. psychological distress, displacement, and suffering caused by the failure to provide relief;
e. administrative misconduct and unreasonable delay.



E. COSTS
16. The Respondents shall pay the Applicant’s costs, to be taxed if not agreed.

F. LIBERTY TO APPLY
17. The Applicant or the Respondents shall have liberty to apply to this Honourable Court for further directions or clarification relating to the implementation of this Order.

G. EFFECTIVE DATE
18. This Order shall take effect immediately upon being perfected.
